There was some discussion from the floor regarding the 50:50 profit sharing agreement
between AMMS and ICONN for the joint conference. It was agreed that the existing
arrangement had worked well for the Perth meeting and that, with the approval of the
AMMS Admin Group, the organisers of the Adelaide meeting would work with the same
arrangement.

On behalf of the AMMS executive, the President congratulated the ACMM-23 organisers on
their efforts to-date and encouraged all members to plan for their attendance at what
promises to be an excellent conference.
